Crest Nicholson 
Billboards
At the end of November, Crest 
Nicholson put up three sets of large 
billboards and flags, two on Parkfield 
Way and one on Bolnore Road, 
advertising the ‘forthcoming’ sale of 
houses on phases 4 and 5 even though 
their planning application hasn’t been 
approved yet. This advertising was in 
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Commercial and Domestic work  Safes – supplied, installed, opened           

No call out charge Doors supplied and installed 
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breach of various regulations (as well as 
covenants prohibiting advertising signs 
in Bolnore) limiting its size, timing of 
installation and location. Crest also failed 
to get any sort of planning permission 
for the signs. MSDC, BVRA and Peverel/
OM contacted Crest to insist on the 
removal of all of the advertising.  After 
much to-ing and fro-ing the billboards 
came down on Friday 6 January.

Speaking to Crest’s development 
director, it was evident that they would 
at some point in the future like to put 
up some signage which does meet 
regulations so as to – we were told 
–’prevent cars getting lost in Bolnore’ 
once they start to visit the marketing 
suite. However, our view is that we 
would prefer Crest to advertise its new 
homes in the local press, while limiting 
themselves to a few small yellow signs 
pointing visitors in the right direction to 
the visitors’ car park.

The woodland will survive 
pretty rough treatment, but with 
reduced biodiversity, and, among other 
losses, the wonderful carpets of spring 
flowers will slowly vanish.

If the woods become what is called 
‘urban woodland’, with many invasive 
species, and a loss of the key woodland 
plants, they may lose the special status 
which gives them protection from 
development.  Please help us look after 
them! Keep to the  paths, take home 

your litter, and don’t dump garden refuse 
or soil.

Green Issues
In Bolnore few houses have more than a 
token flower bed in front of the house 
with low maintenance shrubs provided 
by the developer and a few street trees. 
Back gardens are compact and often 
shaded by surrounding buildings. The 
open spaces remain pretty much the 
same all year. 

Wouldn’t it be wonderful, after 
winter, to be welcomed by drifts of 
dwarf bulbs under the trees providing a 
welcome and heart lifting sight?

I am proposing that a long-term 
community project to raise funds and 
plant drifts of spring bulbs in the autumn, 
increasing year by year, would enhance 
living here. Fruit trees in the open spaces 
such as apple, plums and damsons would 
provide spring blossom and a crop of 
fruit for foragers, especially as small 
gardens cannot sustain many trees. 

Other ideas are for active 
participation in ‘HH in Bloom’ and small 
allotments near to the recreation ground 
to supplement the limited crops that 
can be grown in our gardens. Members 
of the Haywards Heath Horticultural 
Society are willing to support us and 
have a wealth of gardening experience 
to offer. They are keen to sign up new 
members. We will be setting up a link to 
their website shortly.

our neighbourhood; what to be on the 
alert for and how to stay safe.  Bolnore 
Village has it’s own NHW network, and 
it is important that you are a 
member. People have worked very 
hard on visions for the future of life in 
our community; we encourage everyone 
to become actively involved.

Regular Crime Message alerts are 
posted on our BVRA website, and 
are forwarded electronically to those 
members whose email addresses we 
have. Hard copies are available for those 
not on e-mail. 

We have tremendous support from 
our local PCSO Sam Davison, and PC 
Nigel Livingstone, and are very lucky in 
the effort they put in to keep us safe and 
alert to what is going on.

Please be vigilant. If you do see 
anything you even suspect as suspicious, 
then call the non-emergency Police 
number 0845 607 0999 and report your 
suspicions (in an emergency call 999). 
Alternatively you can reach PCSO Sam 
Davison on her mobile 07900 580876  - 
or email her on samantha.davidson@
sussex.pnn.police.uk. You will not be 
wasting anyone’s time – it is only by 
reporting incidents that they come to 
the attention of the police, and thus the 
community. 

For our safety Sussex Police run 
Operation Crackdown. If you know of 
persistent speeders, thoughtless driving, 
mobile phone use at the wheel, etc. in 
the village, then report it to  the Police. 
Visit www.operationscrackdown.org or 
call 01243 642222. 

Also we need help.  We urgently 
need street co-ordinators.  It isn’t hard 
work and will take hardly any of your 
time if we can enrol one volunteer per 
street in the Village.  We currently have 
7 coordinators, but we need about 
another 20. If you are willing and able,

Finally the police are aware of 
parking problems in Parkfield Way during 
bad weather. This has caused near-miss 
incidents and has meant that deliveries 
to the shops could not get through, 
and the bus has been obstructed from 
getting into the Village. There are serious 
concerns that emergency vehicles would 

not be able to get through. The police 
have told us they may take action if this 
is repeated. 

If there are further snowfalls BVRA 
suggests parking cars on Traunstein 
Way facing the top roundabout where 
there is plenty of space, the road is 
gritted and parked cars will not cause 
an obstruction.  There is no legal risk to 
residents clearing their own roads or 
footpaths provided they do not make 
them more dangerous.

Phases 4 and 5
After a long delay, Crest are starting 
to press ahead with the next phases 
of Bolnore Village. As a first step, the 
Bridleway upgrade is well underway. 
A major Archaeology investigation is 
required before construction can start 
and is underway on the field known 
as Great Poplar field (“4a” to Crest). 
Plans have been submitted to MSDC for 
the works needed to allow the ‘spine 
road’ which will provide the one way 
construction access to be built. The 
spine road is a key factor successfully 
demanded by BVRA and other residents 
groups to reduce the impact of 
construction traffic while Phases 4 and 5 
are being built, but to build the ‘one way’ 
route, initially two way traffic is needed.

Plans for Phase 4a itself were in 
limbo with residents and FoABW 
pressing for a proper 15 metre buffer 
zone to King Street Copse.

At the time of going to press, we 
have achieved a small victory with 
Crest having submitted amended plans 
that finally allow for a 15 metre buffer 
through the full length of the woodland, 
but now they have removed all fencing 
and paths across the buffer, both of 
which we consider essential.  BVRA and 
the other local organisations are in the 
process of challenging this amendment 
to ensure that they are reinstated in the 
correct places.

The amended plan results in a 
reduction in the number of homes being 
built in phase 4 (remember phase 5 will 
follow some time later) from 197 to 192 
(26 flats, 25 two bedroom houses, 65 
three-bedroom houses, 15 3-4 bedroom 
houses, and 61 four bedroom houses), 
12 of which will be classed as ‘affordable 
housing”’
