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CRIME MESSAGE – OCTOBER/NOVEMBER 2010
BURGLARIES

Fortunately Burglary offences are a relatively infrequent occurrence in Mid Sussex, however since the beginning of October 2010 they have increased slightly.

 

There have been a few such crimes in the Balcombe area where offenders are have targeted large detached properties whilst the occupiers are out during the day. Items such as cash and jewellery have been stolen.

 

Offences of burglary have also occurred in Burgess Hill and Hayward’s Heath and Cuckfield and Ansty villages during the day or evening.

 

Sussex Police are asking for local residents to be particularly vigilant and ask that they report  any suspicious persons or vehicles to the police immediately. 

 

Some crime prevention tips:

 

· With the nights drawing in it is advised that lights are left on, or put on a timer to ensure that premises appear occupied.   

· Jewellery should not be left in easily accessible or obvious places (underwear drawers are an obvious place!!).  

· It is important that properties are left secure when you leave them – this includes securing garden gates to prevent access to the rear of your property and locking garden sheds that may contain tools which could assist a burglar gain access to your home.  

· Do not allow people going ‘door to door’ offering services into your home unless you have verified who they are, or you are expecting them to call.
