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Neighbourhood watch crime message June 2010
During the day on the 7th June, youths were seen to be damaging the Yurt in Bolnore Village. The yurt is a Nomadic style tent that was situated on the Rec ground in Bolnore Village during the half term and offered lots of things for young people to do during the holidays. Enquiries are ongoing to find the youths who caused the damage.

11/06 A house was burgled overnight. Entry was gained via an insecure rear door. A rucksack containing passports and a mobile phone was taken. 

When you go out, lock all the doors and windows. Do not leave fanlight windows open. When you leave a room unattended, close windows and doors-especially on the ground floor. If you want to leave your windows open whilst you sleep, fit window restrictors to stop people opening them to climb in. Double check fences and boundaries to make sure they keep burglars out. Secure garden tools and ladders in a locked shed or garage to prevent them being used to break in to your or a neighbours home. Keep all wallets, purses, credit cards and car keys out of sight. Outside security lighting as well as a visible burglar alarm helps deter burglars.

13/06 Overnight in Climping Close, a vehicle had its protective cover slashed. The car underneath the cover was not damaged.
14/06 A car parked at the NCP car park in Harland’s Road had its soft top roof slashed and items stolen. Please ensure that no items are visible inside your car.

16/06 A car was scratched while parked outside the owner’s garage in Weavers Mead, Bolnore Village. Nothing was seen or heard.
