Overnight on the 11/04/10 entry was attempted at two properties in Lucastes Ward.
In Lucastes avenue a rear wooden door had wood chipped away from the area around the lock, entry was not gained. 
In Lucastes Lane a garage door had been prised open and the garage left insecure. Nothing was stolen from either property.

Overnight on the 14/04/10 in Lucastes Lane another garage was broken into. A window pain was removed. Nothing was stolen and entry to the property was not gained.
Last week a car collided with what we thought was a telegraph pole in Traunstein Way, Bolnore Village.  After further investigation by our Wildlife Officer, PC Geoff Bennett, we have discovered that the pole is actually a wildlife bridge that is provided to give mice and other wildlife a safe passage across the busy road. PC Bennett is dealing with making it safe.
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
