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POLICE CHRISTMAS VEHICLE CRIME MESSAGE DECEMBER 2010
I am sending out this crime prevention message just to make drivers aware of vehicle security.
We have had a few reports of vans being broken into around the Mid Sussex area and tools stolen along with thefts from unattended cars with items such as Sat Navs being stolen. A good way to reduce the risk of this happening to you would be:

For van owners:

Try and remove if practical all/most valuable tools, there are stickers you can get stating that no tools are left in the van overnight, if you have a driveway try and park your vehicle as close to your garage/wall as possible - this will deter anyone looking to break into your vehicle. It is also a good idea to take note of serial numbers or identifying marks on your tools as this can make them traceable if they are stolen and then found. Ensure all locks are in good working order. If you use Sat Navs please see below..

For car owners:

Remove your Sat Navs and the cradle from your window and car and wipe clean the mark the cradle leaves on your windscreen. Marks left on the car indicates that you use and may still have in your car your Sat Nav. Try not to leave any valuable items in your vehicle including in your glove compartment as again this will deter anyone that may look into vehicles in a view to break into them. If you park your vehicle on the roadside try and park it under a street light - again this will deter anyone looking to break into your vehicle - it is a well lit area and will draw attention to themselves if seen by anyone especially at night.

Please enjoy Christmas and this message is only a preventative message.
