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Bolnore Arts: growing our community

Bolnore Village Safari Supper, Saturday 11th September 2010
Bolnore Arts is organising a Safari Supper on Saturday the 11th of September. This offers the opportunity to catch up with old friends and to make some new ones, whilst helping to raise money to help support the Bolnore Arts Workshops. 

What is a Safari Supper?

Basically it is a rotating dinner, whereby you change hosts & dinner companions at each course of the meal. The more people who get involved, the merrier!

How does it work?

Dinner guests are paired into couples (either you will be grouped with your partner or individual diners will be paired with a dinner companion for the evening). A total of 8 people will be attending each course of the dinner which will be hosted by a “couple”. 

A few days before the dinner, each couple will receive details and a map of the location in the village where they will be attending their starter course at 7.30 pm that evening. During the course of the starter, each couple (including the starter hosts) will receive information on where they will be dining for their main course at 8.30 pm. The couples at the next course will be a completely different set of people than with whom you dined for the starter course.  This gives everyone attending the dinner the chance to meet more people in the village. 

During the main course, each couple will then receive details of the venue for the dessert. Every single person involved is attending each course of the dinner. 

What do you need to do next?

The next step is the easy part. 

Buy your tickets now, you don’t want to miss out!!!
All you have to do is register interest in attending the event & also indicate whether you would like to be a host for one of the dinner courses or to be a wine bearer and we will get your tickets out to you straight away.  

Dinner Course Hosts

As the host of a dinner course, you will be preparing food for a total of 8 people, including yourselves. As a starter course, we suggest something simple like smoked salmon & bread. For the main course, something like chicken casserole, baked potatoes & salad may be wise as the food can be cooking whilst you are attending the starter course.

Wine Bearers

If you are not a course host you will be a wine bearer for either the starter or the main course. Each couple will bring a bottle of red & a bottle of white wine between them. One couple at each dinner will be wine bearers for the main meal & one couple will be wine bearers for the starter. Soft drinks will also be provided by course hosts. 

How do I get involved?

The event is open to all residents of Bolnore, aged 18 years plus. Don’t worry if you are not part of a couple as individual dinner guests, or hosts, can be paired up.
